RBHA Designee: 
Fills out AHCCCS Medical Benefit Disability Report 

RBHA Designee: 
Advises the person what to expect next and provides person with RBHA Designee contact information. 

Collect medical records that support the SMI Determination Summary 

Send the  Application, supporting documentation; SMI Summary and medical records 
(and disability report if applicable to AHCCCS SSI/MAO unit.

 Refers to other eligibility programs, when indicated  

 AHCCCS SSI-MAO contacts RBHA designee if the person is potentially eligible for Social Security Cash Benefits 

 AHCCCS SSI-MAO forwards medical records to DES/DDSA, when indicated 

 Informs health plan of new enrollee 

 Communicates approval/denial of TXIX/TXXI eligibility to RBHA Designee 

 AHCCCS or DES sends letter to consumer regarding approval/denial.  For those approved AHCCCS insurance card 
will be sent to the consumer 

RBHA Designee: 
Completes AHCCCS Eligibility Screening Tool.  If screening tool indicates potential eligibility, continue.   
If screening tool does not indicate potential eligibility stop here. 
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RBHA DESIGNEE 

 Contacts consumer 

 Assists consumer in making first appointment with PCP, if needed 

 Communicates approvals/denials of TXIX/TXXI eligibility and PCP information to the 
person’s behavioral health service provider 

HEALTHPLAN 

 Sends letter and Member Handbook to new members 

 Auto assigns PCP by members zip code
