Arizona HIV Incidence Estimate Report, 2010-2012
[bookmark: _GoBack]Arizona participates in a Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) funded initiative that collects data for the purpose of creating local estimates on the number of new HIV infections, referred to as incidence cases.  Using Calypte’s Aware BED EIA HIV-1 Incidence Test, residual serum from HIV diagnostic tests are tested at the New York State STARHS laboratory and results are provided to the Arizona HIV incidence surveillance program. 
A local analysis was completed and the number of incidence cases was estimated for calendar years 2010 to 2012. Year 2010 had 667 estimated incidence cases while a drop to 587 cases occurred in 2011, and 2012 had an increase to 731 cases.  These estimates are consistent with the previously published 2006-2009 estimate1.  Analysis by gender, transmission category, age, and race could not be conducted due to a low number of cases in certain categories.

The incidence estimates can be utilized to guide local and national prevention efforts and provide key stakeholders with a more precise representation of new infections.  Knowing whether new diagnoses are recent or long term infections provides a more accurate picture of who is currently at increased risk of HIV infection and can assist in the evaluation of the effectiveness of HIV prevention programs.
