NOTIFICATION GUIDELINES FOR SUSPECT AND ACTUAL INCIDENTS OF BIOTERRORISM 

1. Physicians suspecting their patient may be a victim of a Bioterrorism event should contact their local health department (LHD) immediately.

2. If an investigation is warranted, the LHD should contact the Arizona Department of Health Services (the Department) Office of Public Health Emergency Preparedness and Response immediately at:

3. If the physician reports the suspect case to the Department first, the Department shall notify the local health department. 

4. The LHD shall provide regular case status updates to the Department.  

5. On a case by case basis, as the index of suspicion rises, the Department will use its discretion in providing notification to the following parties:

a. The Department’s Director

b. The CDC

c. The State Laboratory 

d. The FBI
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
