Teen Dating Violence is controlling, abusive and aggressive behavior in a romantic relationship. The 
relationship may consist of two minors or a minor and an adult partner. Similar to adult relationship 
violence, the abuse may include hitting, yelling, threatening, name calling, and other forms of 
emotional, verbal, physical and sexual abuse.
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According to the National Center for Victims of Crime (NCVC), about one in 12 women and one in 45 
men are stalked sometime in their lifetimes. January is national stalking awareness month, 
established to develop awareness since 2003. Even though stalking is illegal in all 50 states it still 
a�ects well over a million people per year in the United States.
