Greetings,
April 2014, a survey was developed and administered to infection control professionals in Arizona to explore infection control surveillance and reporting capacity to identify areas of need for infection control surveillance.  
The survey, consisting of 14 questions, was electronically distributed to infection control professionals from all acute care hospitals, critical access hospitals, long term acute care, long term care /skilled nursing facilities and out-patient dialysis centers in Arizona. 
Each facility was instructed to submit only one response; facilities affiliated with a multi-site health care system were asked to submit separate responses for each site. Respondents received one electronic reminder to complete the survey. All responses were anonymous at both the individual and facility level.
Surveys were distributed to a total of 399 health care facilities, with responses received from 99 (24.8%).
